During the course of the academic year, you may wish to talk to students about the National Student Survey (NSS) and
its scope. When doing so, it is important that you do not inappropriately influence the responses students may give.

All providers must adhere to the guidance on inappropriate influence regardless if they choose to promote the survey
or not.
